"Orchestra Factory" at Elementary Schools nearby Fujisawa Plant 

Isuzu sponsored the Kanagawa Philharmonic Orchestra's "Orchestra Factory" sessions at two municipal schools 

located in Fujisawa City, Kanagawa Prefecture: Mutsuai Elementary School (on January 17th) and Chogo Elementary 

School (on February 9th.) 

These sessions, which have been held now for three years running, offer the opportunity for children at elementary 

schools near the Fujisawa Plant to learn through first-hand musical experiences, with the goal of inspiring creativity 

and broadening perspectives.
